In the last weekend of May, DMYC will run its second 
rally to this natural island 50nm offshore in order to 
explore the waters of Sir Bu Na'air, and to watch the 
early morning start of the famous dhow race.

Cruising Note:  Sir Bu Na'air Island is a large, tear-drop shaped island with a limited dredged harbour on its SE 
shore. Whilst we are not permitted to land on the island due to its military status, the azure waters off the island 
abound in fish and offer opportunities for diving and snorkelling. Relatively straightforward in navigational terms, 
as it is 50nm from Dubai we recommend that all vessels intending to join have a thorough maintenance check-
up and also ensure that all requisite safety equipment is checked and updated.
